Kyoko’s scanning project had a bit of a
rough start when our old scanner decided that & wa
time to retire after serving the museum well foeov
a decade. We are really impressed with our new
scanner, an Epson Perfection V700 Photo model.
This new scanner makes really clear, high quality
scans of photos as well as negatives of variogssiz
(including 4x5 inch, 2x2 inch, and strip negatives)
slides, and transparencies.

In closing, the photo project at the Enderby
& District Museum is going smoothly, thanks to our
faithful volunteers and our brand new scanner.
